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SUMMARY OF THE EXTERNAL TRADE STATISTICS
OF ESCWA MEMBER COUNTRIES






Introduction

World trade grew modestly during 2012 in comparison with the
higher growth records of the last two years. According to recent
International Monetary Fund Statistics, world exports reached 17.8 trillion
United States dollars (US$) in current prices, recording only a 2 per cent
increase from the 2011 level. Weak demand in the developed countries,
especially in Europe, in addition to the substantial fall in major
commodity prices, were the main reasons behind the slow growth of
exports in 2012.

ESCWA member countries, especially those that are oil-rich,
continued to generate significant trade surpluses in 2012. These were the
result of persistent high oil prices, which surpassed the 2011 average
(US$107.5) reaching an average of US$109.5 per barrel. As a result, the
share of ESCWA member countries in world trade rose from 10 per cent
in 2011 to 11 per cent in 2012.

Most of the region’s trade growth was due to an increase in its
exports by US$167 billion, at a rate of 14.6 per cent. The region’s
imports increased only by US$24.5 billion in 2012, at a rate of 3.4
per cent (table 1-1). Thus, exports, particularly of oil, continued to be the
main source of growth in trade in ESCWA member countries. This
enabled the region as a whole to achieve sustained growth during the last
three years, exceeding the rates of growth in world trade, especially in
2012.

Libya recorded the highest increase of export rates, which grew by
227 per cent; followed by Palestine with 39.2 per cent and the United
Arab Emirates with 24.3 per cent. Qatar and Iraq achieved 16.3 and 13.4
per cent respectively. The Sudan and the Syrian Arab Republic suffered
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negative exports growth during 2012 for the second consecutive year, as
their exports dropped by 62.3 and 61.9 per cent respectively, followed by
Bahrain which suffered a 11.8 per cent decrease in its exports. Jordan,
Morocco and Tunisia experienced a slighter decrease in their exports,
while the exports of Egypt remained stable during 2012.

As for regional groupings, the share of the main oil-producing
countries of the region, namely Iraq, Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia
and the United Arab Emirates, amounted to 91.8 per cent of the region’s
total exports in 2012, compared to a share of 69.0 per cent in its total
imports. The main oil-producing countries continued to enjoy sizable
balance of trade surpluses during 2012 that amounted to US$693 billion,
compared to US$517 billion in 2011. The region’s more diversified
economies, namely Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Morocco, Palestine, the
Syrian Arab Republic, the Sudan, Tunisia and Yemen, suffered larger
deficits in the positions of their balance of trade, as the total gap grew to
US$122.3 in 2012 (table 1-4). A brief study of these deficit trends over
the recent years revealed that, despite sustained growth in these countries’
exports, extensive growth in their imports led to the deterioration of the
ratio of trade deficits to GDP. That ratio reached worrying levels in 2012,
exceeding 40 per cent in Jordan, Lebanon and Palestine, 24 per cent in
Morocco, and 16 per cent in Tunisia and Egypt (table 1-3).

Table 1-3 also presents selective indicators of trade openness,
measured as the ratio of international trade to GDP. It shows the high
dependence of the majority of the region’s countries on international trade
in financing their economic activities. The main oil-producing countries
exhibit the highest ratios of dependency, in comparison with the rest of
ESCWA member countries with more diversified economies. For
example, the ratio of exports to GDP reached 97.5 per cent in the United
Arab Emirates in 2012. The dependency ratio reached 44.4 per cent in
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Iraq, 37.3 per cent in Tunisia and 5.4 per cent in the Syrian Arab
Republic. As for the ratio of imports to GDP, it followed a different trend
as it was higher in the more diversified economies than in those that are
oil-rich. The highest ratio of imports to GDP was indeed claimed by
Jordan (66.5 per cent), followed by Tunisia (53.7 per cent) and Bahrain
(51.5 per cent). The ratio noticeably decreased in the Sudan and the
Syrian Arab republic to 11.0 per cent and 9.9 per cent respectively, after
having reached much higher levels in previous years.

Libya claimed the highest increase rate of imports in 2012,
recording a 187.5 per cent, followed by both Egypt and Palestine with 21
per cent, then Oman with 19 per cent, Saudi Arabia with 18.2 per cent,
and finally Qatar with 16.8 per cent. As was the case for exports, the
imports of the Syrian Arab Republic and the Sudan continued to decrease
in 2012 for the second consecutive year by unprecedented rates of 63.3
and 31.1 per cent respectively, followed by Iraq whose imports fell by
50.3 per cent and Bahrain by 20.8 per cent (table 1-4).
