Intraregional trade of ESCWA member countries






Introduction

Available statistics for 2012 indicate that the performance of non-
oil intraregional trade in ESCWA member countries, which had picked up
in 2010, was sustained in all member countries for which data were
available. Indeed, intraregional exports have increased by US$6.6 billion
in those countries, amounting to an increase rate of 25.4 per cent
compared to the levels of 2011 (table 2-2).

The non-oil intraregional exports also exhibited high growth during
2012, at a rate of 25 per cent, exceeding the rate of increase in total
exports. Evidently, the region’s non-oil exports are destined to the
region’s markets rather than foreign markets, which highlights the rising
importance of intra-Arab trade (table 2-2). Oman claimed the highest rate
of increase in its intraregional exports during 2012 (67.8 per cent),
followed by the Sudan and Iraq with 38.4 and 32.7 per cent respectively.
Jordan achieved a moderate increase in its intraregional exports that
amounted to 4 per cent, while Yemen’s exports to the region declined by
halfin 2012.

According to available data for 2012, Iraq recorded the highest
level of economic integration within ESCWA member countries in terms
of intraregional exports, with its intraregional exports share of total
exports reaching 77.2 per cent. It was followed by the Sudan with a share
of 58.1 per cent, then Jordan, which maintained its third position since
2011 with 45.5 per cent. Available data also revealed that Morocco and
Kuwait were the least integrated, as the shares of their intraregional
exports to total exports ranged between 3.5 and 6.3 per cent, followed by
Qatar and Tunisia with 8.8 per cent, as illustrated in the figure below.

Nevertheless, these
smaller values represent higher percentages of intraregional exports,
compared to those of the region’s top exporters in global markets.

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Qatar and Oman’s low shares of intraregional exports to total
exports can easily be attributed to the high value of the total exports of
both countries to other regions in 2012. Data were not available to judge
the 2012 performances of Iraq, Kuwait, Palestine, Saudi Arabia, the
Sudan and the Syrian Arab Republic.
