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Standard Concepts and Definitions in Industrial Statistics
Enterprise

An enterprise is an institutional unit in its capacity as a
producer of goods and services. It is the basic statistical unit at which
all information relating to its production activities and transactions
including financial and balance sheet accounts are maintained and
from which international transactions, an international investment
position (when applicable), a consolidated financial position and the
net worth can be derived.

Establishment

An establishment is an enterprise or part of an enterprise that is
situated in a single location and in which only a single productive
activity is carried out, or in which the principal productive activity
accounts for most of the value added.

Number of persons engaged

All persons working in the establishment, including working
proprietors, active business partners, unpaid family workers and
employees (full time and part time), excluding home workers and
workers paid through labour contractors.

Number of employees
Employees (full time and part time).
Woages and salaries of employees

All payments in cash or in kind, which include direct wages and
salaries, remuneration for time not worked, bonuses and gratuities, and
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accommodation and family allowances paid directly by the employer.
Compensation of employees

Wages and salaries in addition to employers’ contributions, in
respect of their employees, paid for social security, pension and
insurance schemes, as well as benefits received by employees under
these schemes, and severance and termination pay.

Output (census concept)

Includes the value of goods produced, the net change between
the beginning and end of the year in the value of work in process and
stocks of goods to be shipped in the same condition as received, the
value of industrial work done or industrial services rendered to others,
the value of goods shipped in the same condition as received minus
the amount paid for the goods, and the value of fixed assets produced
by the unit for its own use.

Gross output (SNA concept)

Census output in addition to the revenues received from non-
industrial services.

Value-added (census concept)

Census output minus census input, which includes materials and
supplies consumed for production and industrial services consumed.

Total value-added (SNA concept)

Census value added in addition to revenues received from
non-industrial services.
