6.  Mean age at first marriage   

 

 The mean age at which an individual first marries. For a given 
calendar year, it can be calculated using the first marriage rates by 
age (that is, the number of first marriages at age x in relation to the 
average population of age x). Using this calculation, the mean age is 
not weighted, meaning that the number of women or men at each 
age is not taken into account.

The 
child dependency ratio is the ratio of the 
population aged 0-14 to the population aged 
15-64. The old-age dependency ratio is the ratio 
of the population aged 65 years and over to the 
population aged 15-64. All ratios are presented 
as number of dependants per 100 persons of 
working age (15-64).

Continuous, permanent and compulsory 
recording of the occurrence of vital events, 
together with certain identifying or descriptive 
characteristics relating to such events, regulated 
by the civil code, laws or regulations of each 
country. Such vital events may include live 
births, deaths, foetal deaths, marriages, 
divorces, judicial separations, marriage 
annulments, adoptions, recognitions (legal 
acknowledgement of natural children) and 
legitimations.
